Ending War by 2010 – Fantasy or Reality?
Make Wars History’s thesis is that ending Britain’s involvement in war is realistic provided we act together to tackle the systemic legal, financial, political and educational causes of war.    

Current situation

Britain is fighting two illegal wars.  We’ve killed 1m people, including 300,000 children.  We’ve injured and maimed 2.5m and driven 4m into exile and destitution.  None of our victims attacked or harmed the UK.  These wars and killings violate international and domestic law and are criminal offences.   This is the worst atrocity in British history.
Legal problems 
LAWS BROKEN BY UK GOVERNMENT :- (1) Treaty for the Renunciation of War [Kellogg-Briand Pact] (2) UN Charter (3) Nuremburg Judgement (4) Genocide Convention (5) Geneva Conventions (6) Nuremburg Principles (7) Rome Statute of the International Criminal Court; (8) International Criminal Court Act 2001; (9) Offences Against the Person Act 1861; (10) Criminal Law Act 1977;
CRIMINAL OFFENCES BY UK CITIZENS :- (1) Murder; (2) Conspiracy to murder; (3) A crime against peace [waging a war of aggression]; (4) Genocide;(5) Crimes against humanity; (6) War Crimes [33 separate offences]; (7) Conduct ancillary to genocide, (8) Conduct ancillary to a crime against humanity; (9) Conduct ancillary to war crimes; (10) Complicity in a crime against peace.
THOSE RESPONSIBLE IN LAW :- Tony Blair, Gordon Brown, Jack Straw, Geoff Hoon, John Prescott, Lord Goldsmith, etc; Cabinet Ministers, MPs, Peers, HMQEII, civil servants, military commanders, advisors, law enforcement authorities, arms manufacturers, suppliers, taxpayers.
Financial problems
Britain spends £46bn pa on ‘defence’, illegally recruiting, training, arming, supplying HM forces to attack weaker states, killing, injuring and maiming innocent men, women and children [civilians] and destroying homes, shops, hospitals, mosques, factories, power and water supplies and infrastructure;  whilst at the same time spending £4bn pa on aid, development and reconstruction.
Political problems 

(1) Prime Minister, Attorney General, Law Officers, Military Commanders lying and deceiving the public, HM armed forces and Parliament about the legality of war; WAR IS NEVER LEGAL. (2) Corrupt law enforcement authorities [Police, CPS and DPP, Judges, Law Lords] failing to enforce war law. (3) HM Forces deceived by law officers on legality of orders. (4) MPs following party not electors’ orders. (5) Outdated faulty decision making systems in Government departments and Parliament.  (6) Centralised, undemocratic powers and decision making systems throughout UK. (7) No political, civil or military leaders held to account for errors, omissions and failures. (8) Lack of systemic and structural safeguards in Government.
Educational problems
(1) Government / No 10 deceiving everyone about the need for war [Saddam’s WMD, 45 min threat, poisoning his people, evil etc], the legality of war with Iraq; (2) No British citizen knowing or understanding the laws of war [rules governing warfare and armed conflict]; (3) no-one identified as personally responsible for errors and omissions; (4) Confidentiality and secrecy thus no-one held to account for errors / failures; (5) no-one knows the truth.
What can we do to stop UK involvement in war ? 
To stop the killing, stop the killers, stop the wars, stop the weapons, stop the lies and stop leaders and Governments from violating treaties and breaking war law we must join together in a lawful rebellion.
Organise  
No-one in Britain, the USA, Israel or Coalition States obeys all the laws of war.  If the rule of law is to mean anything we must set up local, national and international Make Wars History and Women Opposing War groups to take non-violent, co-ordinated, political, legal, financial and educational action to force leaders and institutions to obey, uphold and enforce war law.   
Educational Action  
Publish the truth about the violations of war law, the crimes committed by leaders and Governments and their responsibilities in law.  Publish the laws of war and brief political, civil and military leaders, law enforcement authorities and the public on the actions and behaviours allowed and prohibited by war law.  Only when a person knows and understands the law can they obey, uphold or enforce it.  Set up a website [The Evil List] listing known war criminals by name with a description of their crime(s), their victims, their violations of war law and their criminal offences.        
Political Action  
Demand that MPs and MEPs obey the laws of war and legislate to force Governments and armed forces to obey, uphold and enforce war law. 
Financial Action 
It is a crime under the laws of war to aid or abet a war crime including “providing the means to facilitate the commission of the crime”.  This means that anyone who transfers money to Government while it wages an illegal war [against Iraq or Afghanistan] or commits genocide, crimes against humanity or war crimes commits a criminal offence as an accessory to the crime.  To avoid prosecution taxpayers must withhold all individual and corporate taxes from the UK Government until it has ceased to act unlawfully.  Arrange to pay normal tax payments into a bank account held by a court until the court rules that it is lawful to recommence direct payments. 
Legal Action
Report war crimes to the police so that they can arrest and prosecute British war criminals.   Identify politicians, military commanders and others involved in planning, aiding, assisting, supplying or conducting the wars with Iraq and Afghanistan and report them for crimes of genocide, crimes against humanity, war crimes’ and conduct ancillary to such crimes.  [Information on reporting war crimes is on the website www.makewarshistory.org.uk]  Check the progress of the investigation with the police at regular intervals.  [It is as new and unfamiliar to the police and CPS as it is to you]  Encourage a lawful mutiny in the armed forces.  Remind members of the armed forces that they have a legal duty to refuse illegal orders and if they ignore this duty they are criminally liable for the crime.   
“If a person who is bound to obey a duly constituted superior receives from the superior an order to do some act or make some omission which is manifestly illegal, he is under a legal duty to refuse to carry out the order and if he does carry it out he will be criminally responsible for what he does in doing so.”
